Theodore Roosevelt called the Apache Trail "one of the most spectacular best-worth-

seeing sights of the worldñ after driving the road by car in 1911. 
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Roosevelt Dam, on the Salt River, forms 

the Theodore Roosevelt Lake, that was  

listed as a National Historic Landmark in 

1963. 

Accessible from Hwy 60 near 

Globe on Hwy 188 or by Hwy 88 

from Apache Junction. 
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Stopping at an overlook along the trail, we were alerted to a possible mountain sheep 

sighting across the canyon.
